Itsprimary
purpose was, and remains, to promote particularly the interests of the residents of the area bounded by 18" Strest,
Columbia Road, 16™ Street, Harvard Street, Rock Creek Park, Q Street, and Florida Avenue. These distinct
neighborhoods are more commonly known as Lanier Heights, Kalorama Triangle, Sheridan-Kalorama, and
Washington Heights.

K CA hasled the neighborhood efforts and worked to:

- Obtain historic district status for the Kalorama Triangle,
Improve the Parks and Festivals,
Establish the ABC Moratorium,
Prevent the further expansion of the Hilton Hotel.

K CA currently:
- Monitors zoning cases and ABC (Alcoholic Beverage Control Board) license issues,
Works to preserve the National Register-listed Holt House at the National Zoo,
Maintains aliaison with the M etropolitan Police Department (MPD-3D),
Works on beautification efforts in the neighborhood and its parks,
Raises funds to assist community youth and summer programs,
Supportsthe local schools through Project GLOBE, the student emergency fund and annual Thanksgiving
baskets.

Regular meetings are held on the third Thursday of each month (except July and August) at the Good Will Baptist
Church (1862 Kalorama Road, corner of Columbiaand Kalorama Roads) at 7:00 pm.
